This tragic event produced an immediate outpouring of grief, but over

time has generated a sense of hope across America through the observance of

Red Ribbon Week at the end of October in all schools, during which children

are educated about the killing effects of drug abuse and commerce, with the

hope that they will reject these pitfalls.
